Spring CE on Outreach Reaches Out!

A total of 72 individuals attended our superb Spring CE course, “Community Assessment”, which is the 
first of four workshops in NN/LM’s Outreach Evaluation Series.  The class was offered twice, on April 28 
at UCI Medical Center in Orange, CA and on April 29 at the Arizona Health Sciences Library in Tucson, 
AZ.  The Tucson class was notable for attracting 16 public health nurses, health “promotoras”, and other 
non-medical librarians, which made for a very rich learning experience all around and was especially  
appropriate for a class on the subject of outreach! 
 
The classes were taught by Susan Barnes, who is the Assistant Director of the Outreach Evaluation         
Resource Center, located at the NN/LM Pacific Northwest Region at the University of Washington. Alan 
Carr, Outreach Coordinator at the NN/LM Pacific Southwest Region at UCLA, co-taught the Tucson 
class. The Pacific Southwest Region partnered with MLGSCA in co-sponsoring both sessions, and SABL 
was an additional co-sponsor of the Tucson class. 
 
Attendees learned how to design quality     
programs and garner support for health       
information outreach projects by taking the 
right first step - collecting community and 
needs assessment information. Although the 
focus was on community-based projects, the 
logic of evaluation applies in many settings. 
Topics included how to locate and use existing 
data from various sources, and when and how 
to use interviews and questionnaires to       
develop new data. The excellent handouts   
included all four booklets in the “Planning and 
Evaluating Health Information Outreach      
Projects” series. 
 
We are especially happy to announce that the 
Tucson class was recorded and will be     
available shortly for viewing as a DVD.  The 
NN/LM Pacific Southwest Region will circulate 
the DVD, and MLA has agreed to award     
contact hours to those who view it.  Watch for 
more information on this in the near future!
