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Recently, MLA reaffirmed its commitment to health 
sciences information research through a restatement 
and renewal of the policy entitled, The Research    
Imperative.  This policy is available now on 
the newly redesigned MLANet. The policy 
highlights the domains of research, the   
research skills set as well as details the 
roles of stakeholders in the critical            
enterprise of health sciences information 
research. Throughout this year and beyond, 
MLA will focus on the importance of        
research to the profession by promoting the 
value of research endeavors to the MLA 
membership and other relevant               
associations and funding agencies. MLA 
will also provide training and education to 
advance interest and skills development in evidence-
based health sciences information research design 
and protocols.  

In addition, MLA will continue to recognize, reflect 
and advance health sciences information      
research, as it already does through its         
organizational structure. For example, MLA 
sponsors many research fellowships, grants 
and scholarships, which are available to    
members and research scholars internationally.  

The overarching goal for MLA with this renewal 
is to create within the association and among its 
membership a culture of research, which will 

have lasting impact not only on the profession, but on 
the provision of services to researchers and          
clinicians all over the world. 

Likewise, MLGSCA has long supported and 
funded research for the members of the 
chapter. Often, successful research funded 
through the chapter has moved beyond a 
regional impact and provided a wider      
contribution to health sciences librarianship 
nationally. Of particular interest to MLGSCA 
are research projects that are practical in 
nature so that results can easily be put to 
use in other libraries. In addition to original 
research proposals, demonstration or     
replicated research proposals are           

considered acceptable. Group proposals are also 
encouraged. $1,500 has been set aside for the 
awards program for the July-June fiscal year with 
$500 being the maximum amount per award. For 
more information visit the MLGSCA Web site.
